All this is obvious. And quite painful at times.

All easier said than experienced. What is the Kingdom of
God in the Kitchens of suburbia?

To begin with places where people can feel welcome. Then
a place of smiles. A place where reality reigns, hurts and
happiness can be freely discussed where confidences can be
truly kept.

In imagination we can see communities and countries
transformed by such attitudes on the world stage. But without
acceptance of God's inspiration, very little of the sort happens.

What happens instead?

Every sort of diversion. Fun of all kinds, good, bad and
indifferent. "Bread and circuses" on a massive scale. A
scramble for position, celebrity, worldly success, made even
clearer than before as women join the race to be bishops.
What has happened to Jesus' reply to the lady who wanted,
not only herself, but her sons to be up-front? How are the
mitres fallen!

To be writing of such trivial ambitions at a time of massive
natural disaster in China, Russia, Pakistan and elsewhere, is
a near-affront to commonsense and dignity, but it is the
human condition just at present - and has to be confronted
head-on.

Double-dip recessions or not, St Mary's is absolutely clear.
There is no situation which God cannot handle to the comfort
and joy of His worshippers. Whether parishioners experience
Him as a Father, a brother, or an indwelling spirit, each
individual is unique. And uniquely loved in Heaven (which,
by the way, lasts forever; no one need fear there's going to be
a stop. There isn't.)

So, let's listen to Him and obey. He sees the way ahead, has
the best possible purpose for each one of us. And all of us
together.

The old Scottish saying, "The chief end of Man is to know
God and enjoy Him forever" comes alive here.

Letter from the Laundress to the Seamstress
Dear Seamstress,

I'm afraid that that which we call the Holy Laundry
(corporals, lavabo cloths and purificators) are getting
worn out. Indeed much of our 'Holy Laundry' has holes
in it, and is hanging by a thread. The result of this is that
there is an ever decreasing pool of linen for our Sunday
and weekly Eucharist services. I am often in the embar-
rassing situation of arriving on Sunday morning to find
anxious altar servers scurrying over to me, to ask if I have
brought the clean supply of linen, as there is nothing left
in the vestment drawer.

One result of this is, that if I have not had the time to
deliver the fresh supplies of Holy Laundry during the
week, I am compelled to attend church on every single
Sunday. I dare not be absent from church on any Sunday
morning. I cannot let people down who are waiting for a
corporal, a lavabo cloth or a purificator.

It would cost at least £100 to buy new linen items. We
are not in a position to afford this at the moment. Thus I
am writing to you Jenny, as you are a known and tried
seamstress. | wonder if you can make some of the re-
quired items listed above.

I can supply you with the worn out laundry to use as
patterns for you to cut out the new ones.

As far as the actual linen for making the items is
concerned, I have a very kind offer from Lucy Piercy.
She is offering us a linen and lace bedspread which we
may cut up according to our templates. This promises to
replenish our dwindling supplies of corporals, lavabo
cloths and purificators for many years to come.

Now that Jenny Dance has cut out, hemmed and
embroidered with a cross in the centre, a stock of purfica-
tors, and has also managed to create a supply of lavabo
cloths edged with lace from Lucy Piercy's bedspread,
there are no longer worried altar servers wondering how
to make do, should the linen run out.

Thank you Lucy and Jenny. This is improvisation
taken to a new level of creativity.

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THE CHURCH WHEN WE
ARE ON HOLIDAY

In the August Magazine our Vicar tells us that this the
church's month of rest. Fortunately as we belong to the
worldwide church we can often find a church to attend. It
is generally easy in our own country to join local church-
goers, often to receive a warm welcome.

When abroad it is not so easy. On coastal Spain I have
found a beautiful little church lent to us by our Roman
friends for Sunday service, taken by our own priest. But in
Tunisia it is quite a problem. However, when staying on
the North coast a lady said she had particulars of a church
in Tunis. We set out and joined a cheerful set of worship-
pers who had somehow come together from all parts of
Africa. In Hong Kong I arrived at church just as the
Mandarin service was finishing, in good time for our
English service. In Singapore as it was a weekday I expect-
ed the cathedral to be quiet and empty but no, a children's
service was ending, and everyone including the bishop was
dancing a conga round the church.

In places like Cape Town or Canada there is usually no
problem in finding a church and the Cathedral at Washing-
ton makes you feel that you are back in Canterbury. The
warmest of welcomes met me in Christchurch, New Zea-
land. The Cathedral I recall had just had a visit from the
head of our Church - HM The Queen, but I found a lovely
black and white timbered church where I was asked to join
for Sunday service. It was just like being at home.

Now often I have been disappointed and have been
unable to find a church and though I have tried to get a
small group together it is not easy.

I travel less than I used to but recently though over 90 I
reached the Monastery of St Catherine's in Sinai. Yes,
there I found the burning bush, the mountain from which
Moses descended with the tablets of the Laws.

The monastery dates from the fifth century and it is said
that when the Prophet Mohammad passed by he declared
that it should not
be harmed.

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MORE CHURCHYARD TREES

In the March EPN there was an article that [ wrote on
the trees in the Old Churchyard. Churchyard No.3, the
strip of land that joins churchyards 1 and 2, also has trees
that are worthy of mention, several of which predate its
use as a churchyard. The pair of stone pines that stand
sentinel either side of the path about half way along its
length are spectacular. The deeply fissured trunks trifur-
cate and spread out to form large flat canopies. The tree
produces large cones and seeds which in Mediterranean
countries are eaten raw or roasted or used in cakes. In
Britain where it was probably introduced some time in the
16th century it is grown only for ornament. The stone pine
is one of the trees that produced the resin that became the
lumps of amber in which insects thousands of years old
have been found.

Also in churchyard No.3 are two specimens of one of
the most useful of all trees, seen at its best in the summer,
the walnut. The Romans who called it 'the royal nut of
Jove' are said to have brought it to this country to provide
food and cooking oil. In more recent times its timber has
been valued for furniture making and it was a favourite
material for making the stocks of rifles for which the
tough, light, easily worked wood was ideal. It was in such
demand during the Peninsular War of the early 19th
century that some of our finest walnuts were felled at that
time.

John Evelyn, the diarist, a great tree enthusiast, tells us
that the tree was extensively planted in Surrey, particular-
ly at Leatherhead, Carshalton and Godstone. He also
comments on the old doggerel adage, 'A dog and a wife
and a walnut tree, the more they are beaten the better they
be' and explains
that 'In Italy they
arm the tops of
long poles with
nails and iron for
the purpose (of
loosening  the
fruit) and be-
lieve the beating
improves  the
tree; which I no
more  believe
than I do that the
discipline would
reform a shrew.'
He expresses no
opinion on the
question of beat-
ing dogs.

In medieval times the resemblance of the peeled nut to
the human brain led to the belief that it could cure mental
disorders. All the juices of the tree, whether from wood,
bark, leaves or green fruit, are rich in the brown pigment

to which the hue of the timber is due, and they are still
today used for theatrical purposes and for dyeing fabric.

Even the shells of the fruit have a value. Ground into a
powder they are extensively used as an environmentally
friendly grit abrasive for cleaning metals, plastics, wood
and stone. In the early days of jet engines crushed walnut
shells were used to scour the compressor blades, but the
practice was stopped because they tended to clog up the
cooling passages on the turbine, resulting in failures due
to overheating. Pre-
sumably volcanic ash
was feared to have the
same effect.

Another interesting
tree is the cherry laurel
and there is a particu-
larly fine one near the
stone pines: with its
broad conical canopy
of large glossy ever-
green leaves it makes
a splendid sight, par-
ticularly in April/May
when it is lit up by
numerous spikes of
flowers. The cherry
laurel is frequently
grown to form a hedge; in fact, when introduced to Britain
in 1576 it immediately found favour as an ornamental
evergreen hedge and is probably the most common of the
introduced evergreen trees. It is good to see one on its
own, able to adopt its natural shape. One of the graves
sheltered by the canopy is that of members of the Lowther
family including Anthony. He was a notable archaeolo-
gist who did much to establish the route of the Roman
Stane Street through Ewell, and when I first saw his name
on the grave I thought how appropriate that this man who
deserved a laurel crown for his many successes in archae-
ology should be commemorated there. However, the tree
from which ancient Greeks made garlands to crown their
poets and heroes and which gave us the expression 'poet
laureate' was the Laurus nobilis, usually known as the bay
tree and not the cherry laurel which is Prunus laurocerasus.

Also noteworthy in churchyard No.3 is the Atlas cedar
which is to the north of the cherry laurel. With its blue-
green foliage and symmetry of form it is a decorative tree
par excellence. In its native North Africa this cedar is
confined to the Atlas mountains of Algeria and Morocco
and was introduced to this country in 1841. When I try to
describe it, words like exotic, elegant and graceful come
to mind: of all the trees in all the churchyards, this is
perhaps my favourite.
