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YOU’RE CERTAIN?

Two things are certain-

- we men could inhabit our
planet in peace,

- we won't.

We know this because we
are rational beings who know
we are not reasonable beings.

There is an unusual statement attributed to Mahatma
Gandhi -

"I think it is wrong to expect certainties in this world
where all else but God that is Truth is uncertainty. There
is a Supreme Being hidden as a certainty."

Did Gandhi really mean "wrong" or just "misguided"?
Let's stick with "wrong" and the moral element it implies.
Is it wrong to trust in something untrustworthy?

He elaborates a reason when he continues that God is
the only certainty. Even here he qualifies "God" with "that
is Truth".

A Hindu, with a very close Christian friend, Gandhi
lived in a land of many gods. Here he gives God a Capital
G as if to signify The Only One.

He adds the description Supreme Being. He regards
God as Alive in our human way - Being is a living word
associated with breathing.

Now look at the word "hidden". Hidden where? Behind
what? The Universe? We definitely get an impression of
Hide and Seek. As if Gandhi is assuming we humans seek
for God, and saying that, instead of looking for certainties,
we ought to be looking for God.

Which might help to explain his use of the word
"wrong". As if it were morally wrong to waste time seek-
ing "certainty" (a thought for scientists here).

Yet two words remain. Supreme and Truth. "Supreme
Being" suggests that Gandhi thought God is "one of us",
but beyond our limitations and entrapments, unfettered by
our sorts of striving, though approachable by us in our
strivings.

The tone of the statement suggests helpfulness, encour-
agement.

"Truth". "God that is Truth" suggests finality, suggests
there is no need to go any further. Indeed, Gandhi has
hinted it is wrong to try.

T ] He is quite
dogmatic  that
"all else is un-
certainty" - shift-
ing sands,
shimmering mi-
rages.

He had much experience of uncertainty. His family life,
political life, caste life, religious life, international life
(exchanges of letters with Hitler, a night in a Nottingham
gaol-cell so he could watch just one day of a Test Match)
were a kaleidoscope of uncertainty. He has been there. We
can take him seriously.

All this could leave us in a bit of a twitter about that odd
landscape where uncertainty, rationality and reasonable-
ness shimmer in and out of focus between God, Truth and
the future.

Mother Julian of Norwich clarifies. More single-mind-
ed than Gandhi, she offers -

"Many men and women believe that God is All-Mighty
and MAY do all; that He is All-Wisdom and CAN do all;
but that He is All-Love and WILL do all; there they stop
short."

Do we stop short? If we do,
we short-change ourselves.

More, do we give love to
others, all others? If we don't
we short-change them.

Let us pray that Christians
aren't short-changing the
world.

AWAYEE IN HAWAII

It is easy to become something of a bore when talking
about one's holidays, and I cannot ever recall doing so in
Ewell Parish News. This is largely for the simple reason
that until this year we have not really had any. Normally
we retreat to our home in Wales, but apart from visits with
a Church connexion (like Oberammergau or the Holy
Land) or school journeys we have seldom, if ever, been
able to take a conventional holiday. However, this year
things were different, and my wife and I, together with our
daughter Rachel and her husband, were away for three
weeks, first of all in the mainland United States and then
in Hawaii. Although some of the details are now starting
to fade, we certainly had a wonderful time, and we also
have a wonderful photographic record. We took in Niaga-
ra Falls, San Francisco and, off the tourist trail, Ohio,
where there was a family wedding. In Hawaii we shared a
beach house on Oahu, some thirty miles north of Honolu-
lu, with the sea no more than twenty yards from the
building. We were also able to visit the Volcano Park on
the 'Big Island', the one which is actually called Hawaii,
something which I had particularly wanted to do, having
always had an amateur interest in vulcanology. [ now have
a splendid collection of Hawaiian shirts, though they are
more likely to be seen in the Vicarage and in Wales than
generally around the parish. Anyway, it is getting colder
now. All in all, a memorable time, and we all want to go
back now, not least because it is much less expensive in
America.

Partly because of last month's article on weddings at St
Mary's in the series The Parish in Action, it might be worth
mentioning two very different weddings which featured in
our travels. The family wedding in Ohio took place in a
very modern Roman Catholic church. The Nuptial Mass
took place with a combination of dignity and informality,
and we were aware of several American customs which
are quite different from 'over here.' These included the
provision for a rehearsal dinner, and on the day itself a
time gap between the ceremony and the reception. The
interesting fact which struck me (but obviously had to
reason to strike anyone else) was that the way in which the
service took place meant that - if one didn't know, or if one
were watching a silent video - it might just as easily have
been taking place in an Anglican (or, as they would say,
Episcopalian) or Methodist church, though in the latter
instance the black gown would probably have given it
away. Most of the liturgical arrangements in the particular
church would have been in keeping with any of those
traditions, and the conduct of the service would have been
very similar in all cases; there were no 'busy movements'
or any strange and dark ceremonies. It illustrated very well
how contemporary liturgical insights have actually led to
a form of Christian unity in the understanding and presen-

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tation of Christian worship which simply did not exist just a couple of generations ago.
Of course, the modern buildings help in this respect; the game is often given away when
the architecture tells all. The second wedding was very different. It took place on a beach
in Hawaii, next to the very beach on which Elvis Presley filmed Blue Hawaii. Here the
interest was twofold: first of all, the legal preliminaries simply consisted of taking
passports to an office in Honolulu, where the paperwork was swiftly sorted out, and the
wedding took place just three days later. When one thinks of the sheer absurdity and
complexity of the legal preliminaries to marriage in this country - I write as an Old
Campaigner for reform in this field - it was refreshing to discover a situation where the
red tape was minimal, even in this particular instance where one of the parties was a
foreign national. Secondly, the beach wedding was of course very different from what
one had encountered in Ohio a week or so earlier, let alone at St Mary's just a short time
before that. However, I have to say that there was nothing 'inappropriate' about it in any
way: the religious official conducting the service (bilingually, in English and Hawaiian)
used suitable Christian and Trinitarian formulae; the exchange of vows was what one
would expect; there were certain traditional local features, like the carrying of naked
flames - well, I suppose we do that each Sunday, albeit with smaller flames - and the
blowing of a conch shell; and there was a graceful nuptial dance by a Hawaiian girl.
There was a large turtle on the beach, who dozed approvingly throughout the proceed-
ings. Afterwards some documents were signed informally, and lots of photographs were
taken. It was a delightful and colourful occasion; all the gentlemen wore seemly dark
trousers, surmounted by a rainbow of Hawaiian shirts.

Otherwise the only other noteworthy things to do with the religious scene concerned
buildings. There seemed to be a church on every corner, and all looked well-cared for
and well-used. This was the case both on the mainland and in Hawaii. Many were clearly
of recent build, and there were plenty undergoing construction. This is in a country
where Church and State are clearly and officially separated. What this has to say to our
own country is a moot point indeed, for here we have an established Church in what is
quite frankly a post-Christian and unashamedly secular society. There is much to be said
for retaining the position of the established Church, and much to be said against it.
Having grown up in a disestablished Church, and then been ordained in it, before ever
working in an established one, I can see both sides of the picture. Yet, after seeing the
vitality of the Church in a non-privileged situation, I am inclined to wonder whether the
words spoken by the famous Bishop of Oxford, Charles Gore, at the time of Welsh
Disestablishment have something to say to the Church of England in our own day, when
he said, "You cannot claim to be the religious organ of a nation, if that nation is really
saying to you, "We do not want you for our organ".'

San Francisco was notable for two very different Cathedrals: an ultra-modern Roman
Catholic one, with a huge car park, and with what seemed a very vibrant parish life, if
the parish paper was anything to go by. Certainly there was a decent congregation at the
weekday Mass, which was going on when we arrived. The famous Episcopalian Grace
Cathedral is designed more or less as a replica of Notre Dame in Paris. It is a magnifi-
cent building, with no car park, but with a truly enormous organ, and some very
splendid glass, one of which is in praise of the advancement of science, and upon it is
engraved the formula E=mc? The cathedral has a very distinctively liberal and radical
ethos, the key word being inclusivity; indeed, the paperwork spoke of it as being a place
where blessings of same-sex unions were a normal and regular feature of its ongoing

It is
currently conducting a Good Childhood Inquiry into fac-
tors which make for a happy and successful childhood -
an initiative which has been widely welcomed. Its "Right
Track" project to help young offenders or those at risk of
offending has won an award. A new venture is helping
children whose parents are dependent on drugs or alco-
hol. These, and other Society activities are explained in
more detail in the Society's latest quarterly magazine
which is displayed at the back of the church.

Houseboxes raise over £2 million a year for the Socie-
ty - an amazing result from loose change! If you would
like a box please contact Sybil Hale.

As usual, Children's So-
ciety Christmas cards will
also be for sale in the church
on one Sunday in October -
another way in which you
can help the Church's own
society for the welfare of
children.

life. The strange thing was, that for all its scholarly sophis-
tication, it seemed a cold building. There was no-one in
evidence in any welcoming role, certainly no clergy, and
very little to indicate that it was a Christian centre of
worship, devotion, mission and evangelism. Whatever one
says of English cathedrals, these features nearly always get
clearly presented to the visitor once he or she gets inside,
even if, in some cases, one has had to pay an admission
charge, something which in fact I do not object to, for the
faithful should know that the buildings need to be main-

tained (and therefore shouldn't grumble), and tourists nor-
mally expect to pay to see the sights.

These thoughts come back with me to St Mary's for
obvious reasons. However, they were but a minor part of
a lovely holiday, in which the Church scene played no real
part. It was good to be in another place, without responsi-
bilities for once, and where the weather was marvellous,
the sea warm, the cocktails exotic, and the scenery magnif-
icent. Some day we'll go back.

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THE PARISH IN ACTION
No.2: ’IN QUIRES AND PLACES WHERE THEY SING’

Although we have now moved on from 'Arranging
Sunday' in this series, we are still very much in the
church building for the next few months. This month we
are the other side of the chancel screen. The quotation
above, 'In Quires and places where they sing', is from
the Book of Common Prayer, and is followed by the
words, 'here followeth the anthem.' This month there is
simply a general survey of what our musicians do. They
certainly sing a lot of anthems. More detailed informa-
tion about the musical side
of St Mary's will appear
next month.

St Mary's is unusual
around here in having cho-
ral services as a normal fea-
ture of Sunday worship.
This is not to say that other
parishes do not have choirs;
they do, but generally
speaking, they function in
different ways. 'Choral
service' in Church-of-Eng-
land-speak does not mean having a choir in the stalls to
lead the hymns. It means that certain fixed parts of the
regular services are sung by a well-rehearsed choir to
choral settings, which are not designed for congrega-
tional singing. At St Mary's this is the normal practice.
There is a noble history of choral singing in the Angli-
can tradition, and much of the credit for this must go to
the work of the Royal School of Church Music, which
has sought to bring good music to the parish church
worship of the Church of England, and not to have it
confined to the cathedral world. In practice, the congre-
gational participation at St Mary's remains significant,
with a fair number of metrical hymns at each service,
and normally (though not exclusively) familiar melo-
dies to the Nicene Creed and to Gloria in excelsis at the
Sung Eucharist. The congregational hymn-singing is
taken seriously, and is always carefully related to the
season or the scriptures for the day. The underlying
principle is that the hymns are the people's liturgy just
as the choral items are the choir's liturgy, and in addition
to a range of published hymn-books St Mary's has two
hymn-books of its own, as well as other hymns specially
written or translated by the Vicar and other members of
the congregation. There are exceptions to this, most
notably in the services of Christian Family Praise,
which occur about eight times a year, and at which the
music is generally of a less demanding style. Another
important principle, which sometimes gets forgotten, is
that not everyone actually wants to sing, and non-vocal-

ists can often feel excluded from services in which they
are constantly expected to sing hymns and (these days)
songs and choruses. We hope that the right balance has
been achieved at St Mary's. For a period we ran a Music
Group, which
sometimes led the
worship at the
Sung Eucharist on
an occasional ba-

more attuned to the
different style.
Eventually, after some years, it ceased to function, the
main reason being that it became apparent that many of
the congregation preferred to stay away or go to another
service when they knew the Music Group was on. Since
that time, with the exception of Christian Family
Praise, there has really only been one musical style at St
Mary's, and by and large we seem to have been settled
down to that.

There are normally two 'choral' services each Sun-
day: the Sung Eucharist and either Mattins or, less
frequently, Evensong. (There is Sung Eucharist to the
Prayer Book rite once a month in the 1100 slot, and this
is also 'choral service'.) In each case there is a substan-
tial amount of choral music, which is carefully re-
hearsed by the choir on a Friday evening, and then
further polished before the actual service. Since the
four-part choir was re-instated after a period of running
an Upper Voices choir only, there is now the normal
pattern of a four-part 'service and anthem' on most
Sundays, though occasionally some of the more inter-
esting upper voices settings are used, such as Britten's
Missa Brevis, which was recently sung at the Patronal
Festival Eucharist. The word 'service' perhaps needs a
word of explanation: in the context of church music,
'service' means the fixed parts of the rite which get set
to music, for example in the case of Evensong this
means just Magnificat and Nunc Dimittis. At the Eucha-
rist it means Kyrie, Gloria, Credo, Sanctus-Benedictus,
and Agnus Dei. Normally at St Mary's the Creed and
Gloria are congregational, and the rest are usually choral
items. That is just the 'service'; there is almost always an
anthem as well. In addition to this there are always
psalms for Mattins and Evensong - and Anglican chant-
ing is an art in itself - and generally a choral setting for
the Responses.
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All this means that our singers have a lot
of work to get through. Most of them are
young, but many of them are in fact quite expe-
rienced young musicians, some being accom-
plished instrumentalists. We have got to the stage
where there is a wide and varied repertoire. The
choir has a considerable library, built up over the
years, but there is always the wish for new and
interesting music. It makes things easier for the choir
to operate rather like schools and universities on a
term system, not least because nearly all the members
of the choir are caught up in the educational system
somehow, or just think that way because that is how
it has always been. It means, of course, that the
terms are that much longer, since the choir is on duty
right up to and including Christmas and Easter, and
both those festivals, particularly in the run-up to Easter,
make additional demands. That is why they always
have a Sunday free after Christmas and Easter, three
Sundays off in August, and (in the case of the juniors)
a half-term Sunday as well.

A printed service list, obtainable in church or from
the office, is available, and this gives full details of the
term's services, with the choral music and the organ
voluntaries. Except in unusual circumstances a 'service'
does not normally appear more than once in a term, and
sometimes less frequently than that. It is also now quite
rare for an anthem to appear more than once or twice a
year. To give some idea of what the choir has in its
repertoire we give the current list of the musical settings
used at the Eucharist alone. These range from Gregori-
an plainsong, through Renaissance music, and on to
Viennese settings, Victorian and modern works. Most
are in English, but a few are in Latin, and most of the
composers are 'great names' in the world of church
music.

Plainsong: Missa Orbis Factor, Missa Alme Pater,
Missa Pro Defunctis.

Renaissance: Hassler, Missa Dixit Maria (new this
term), Batten Short Service, Byrd Three-part Mass,
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Y Byrd Five-part Mass, Victoria Missa O
Magnum Mysterium, Palestrina Missa Ae-
terna Christi munera, Viadana Missa l'hora
passa.
Viennese: Schubert in G, Haydn Missa Sancti
Joannes de Deo, Mozart Missa Brevis (K.192),
Mozart Coronation Mass.

The list gives some indication of what our choristers
actually do to enhance our worship, but this is in no
way the complete picture, since this includes no men-
tion of anthems or of the many settings of the Mattins
and Evensong canticles. In the course of all this the
juniors get, in effect, a free musical education, but it is
all within the context of a worshipping community of
faith. Under the direction of Jonathan Holmes they
have recently had other openings for their talents: there
was the outdoor cabaret at the Patronal Festival Garden
Party, and more recently there has been the perform-
ance of Britten's 'Noye's Fludde." Future articles will
deal with other aspects of the choir's life. We can be
justly proud of our singers, and of all the hard work
they put into their work. In recent months they have
found a new measure of cohesion and esprit de corps,
and all the signs are that this is going to lead the choir
into new and exciting times.

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The Garden Party

A scene that could have come from an earlier and more
graceful period delighted the eye on 8 September when a
Garden Party was held in Ewell Downs Road. There was
the gentle hum of laughter and conversation from ladies and
gentleman suitably attired for the occasion. Even the sun be-
haved itself, breaking through the grey clouds that had hov-
ered most of the week, to smile down on the scene.
